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Wiesbaden Air Field opens new child development center
Wiesbaden, Germany – Amid the cooing of toddlers and antics of school-aged children, the U.S. Army Garrison-Wiesbaden held a ribbon-cutting ceremony August 15 for the new $6 million child development center, which had been in use since June.

The complex is what’s called a “combined-use” facility because, along with a child development center for the care of infants, toddlers, and preschoolers, this facility includes a school-age services center, which accommodates older children. It has a multi-purpose recreation room, a computer room that allows children to do homework, and a demonstration kitchen which can be used to teach children the fundamentals of cooking and baking.

“The engineers and designers that worked on this project took safety into the highest regard, ensuring a safe and protected environment for the children learning and playing here,” said Lt. Col. James “Mike” Summers, acting commander of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Europe District.

The facility is part of the Corps’ mission to create communities of excellence from which U.S. military power can be projected worldwide. 
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
