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Army Engineers build support facilities in Darmstadt
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DARMSTADT-GRIESHEIM, Germany – A shoppette, barber shop, full-service Army Post Office, and an ATM were all unveiled in a mid-morning ceremony just outside the U.S. military’s “Dagger Complex” Nov. 18, celebrating the completion of the $1.7 million effort to support the members of the 66th Military Intelligence Brigade stationed here with previously nonexistent facilities.

U.S. Army Garrison Baden-Württemberg commander Col. Robert J. Ulses, 66th Military Intelligence Brigade commander Col. Napoleon Stewart, Steve Roberts, U.S. Army Corp of Engineers Europe District chief of installation support, and USAG Wiesbaden commander Col. Ray A. Graham Jr. cut the ceremonial ribbon at the event.
The Dagger Complex is one of the two military facilities to remain operational in Darmstadt after the inactivation of the Darmstadt Garrison Sept. 30. 

 “It’s a rare occasion to celebrate the opening of three new buildings at once,” said Roberts at the event. “Especially such great community support buildings that will mean so much to those of you staying here in Darmstadt.”

The construction of these new community support facilities, in addition to two new access control points, was managed by the Europe District. 

The facilities are deliberately located just outside the Dagger Complex proper to allow easy access by all customers, including area retirees. 

The ceremony also marks the transfer of responsibility for the Dagger Complex, which staffed by members of the 66th MI Brigade, to USAG Wiesbaden. 
“These buildings may be small, but the commitment they offer is not. At installations across Europe we’re seeing similar commitments to raise the quality of life for our warfighters and their families. Commitments to care,” said Roberts.
