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Army engineers open largest chow hall in Europe
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GRAFENWÖHR, Germany – An August 30 ribbon-cutting ceremony at the U.S. Army Garrison Grafenwöhr celebrated the opening of the largest chow hall in Europe.
Although the $9.7 million project, managed by the Corps of Engineers Europe District for USAG Grafenwöhr’s Directorate of Logistics, was completed earlier this year, its opening was delayed until Soldier presence on the garrison was high enough to merit its use.
The new facility, which began after a May 2004, ground-breaking ceremony on the site, incorporates nearly 12,000 square feet of floor space from an old dining facility and adds an additional 22,600 square feet to create a chow hall three times as large as intermittent one located on Camp Normandy.
“I’m particularly pleased to be here today to celebrate the opening of this dining facility,” said Hal Moncrief, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Europe District’s representative at the event. “A lot of hard work and communication has gone into this project: from the foresight involved in understanding that there would – one day – be a need for this facility to the hard work of our project manager, the DPW, the DOL, and the garrison staff. As the Corps’ representative, I can proudly say that we’re proud to have been on this remarkable team.”
The scope of work included renovation of the existing infrastructure, including access roads, parking, sidewalks, and landscaping.
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
