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Engineers break ground on Spangdahlem medical clinic 
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SPANGDAHLEM AIR BASE, Germany – Soggy, cold dirt flew through the air Nov. 24 as the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers helped break ground on a new $30 million medical clinic here.
The project is expected to take two years to complete. It is a joint effort between USACE, the Air Force Center for Engineering and the Environment, and LBB Trier.
“This project won’t be easy,” said Kris Hurst, Europe District chief of project management. “Like most highly complex, multi-phased construction projects, there will be challenges. Some will be the small, everyday challenges that stimulate us to work harder and come up with new ideas. And some will seem insurmountable. Luckily, the people working on this project will be part of a team – a Project Delivery ‘team of teams’ – that will set milestones, communicate with the customers and clients every day, and make it work.”
The new facility will consolidate into one location the ongoing activities occurring at the 1950s-built medical facility at the Bitburg Annex and the various medical clinics on base, including primary care, flight medicine, mental health services, and bioenvironmental engineering services.
The 52nd Medical Group will manage the facility once constructed.
