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Spangdahlem opens new townhomes
SPANGDAHLEM, Germany – The first set of house keys at Spangdahlem’s new family housing complex were handed over Nov. 12 during a ribbon-cutting ceremony to celebrate the completion of the $75 million effort to build all new housing for airmen stationed here.


Cutting the ribbon at the first unit – a duplex containing two, four-bedroom senior noncommissioned officers’ quarters – were the commander and vice commander for the 52nd Fighter Wing Col. Lee T. Wight and Col. Russell L. Mack, respectively, and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers project management chief, Kris Hurst.
“At installations across Europe, we’re seeing similar commitments to revitalize family housing complexes with modern homes that meet contemporary standards,” said Hurst. “These high-quality homes boost morale, help with retention and reenlistment, and allow our airmen to focus more on the mission because they know their families are taken care of. … It’s a simple concept. And one we’re proud to support.”

The two-phased housing effort will ultimately build 139 new homes on base and mark a huge transition in quality of life, Hurst said. Instead of stairwell living and shared parking lots, new residents will experience garages, sidewalks and playgrounds as well as all new tile flooring with radiant heating, new bathrooms and laundry rooms, new appliances, and built-in closets.

“And as these new homes continue to open their doors to incoming Sabers over the next year, we will continue to see the proof of the steady partnership that brought this project from concept to design to construction,” said Hurst.
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
