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Stuttgart opens two medical facility additions
STUTTGART, Germany – A July 2 ribbon-cutting ceremony at Stuttgart’s Patch Barracks celebrated the opening of two valuable patient-care additions to the community – a pharmacy extension and a Logistics-TRICARE annex.

The projects, managed by the Corps of Engineers Europe District for U.S. Army Health Clinic, Stuttgart, officially began after a May 1, 2006, ground-breaking ceremony on the site.
